Before you start training your rat, make sure you have bonded with it by handling your small pet a lot until it is comfortable.
Choose its favorite treat, and reward your rat immediately when it performs a behavior that you like. When your rat doesn’t
do what you want, ignore it. When your small pet gets it right, give it a treat and praise. 

Hold a 5-minute training session with your rat every day to reinforce what you teach it. Be consistent, and wait until your rat
has mastered one trick before you start working on the next.
